Launched in 2012 as well, tidental Health Strategy for
CorrectiongFederal, Provincial and Territorial [FPT]
Partners, 2012) observed:

7 The double stigmatization of being mental ill and
being an offender.



A thematic analysis of findings from Bleeds assessment
of mentally disordered offenders in Saskatchewanlate
